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Important Information  
 
� All skaters must hold a current 2007/2008 USA Roller Skating amateur card or purchase a single event card for $15.00 

at registration. 
� Skaters may register to skate two figure events, two singles events, two solo dance events, two team dance events and 

one World Class event. 
� Freshman & Sophomore pairs will be combined 
� World Class and Junior World Class pairs and singles will skate their short & long programs.  Junior and Senior World 

Class Solo will skate both Compulsory dances and Free Dance. 
� Skating times for all singles, pairs, freedance and solo creative events will be observed in accordance with USA Roller 

Skating published times. 
� All national dress code rules will be observed and enforced. 
� Elimination figures/dances will be skated if an event becomes a final. All team dance events with 8 or less entries will be 

skated as final events.  Figures, solo dance and singles events with 12 or fewer entries will be skated as final events. 
� Tiny Tot:  All events are co-ed and open to skaters age 6 and under.  All Tiny Tot events will be skated as finals.  Tiny 

Tot singles will have a 2:00 maximum time with no content restrictions.  
� The Youth International will skate in two skater flights.  Junior and Senior International Solo dance events will be skated 

in one skater flights. 
� Intro Events:  For skaters who have never competed in a Regional Championship in any artistic event.  All intro events 

will be skated as a final event only.  Three placements will be awarded and all entries will receive a participation award.  
Divisions are as follows:  Tot Intro – 6 years and under, Primary Intro – 7 to 8 years old, Juvenile Intro – 9-10 years 
old, Elementary Intro – 11-12 years old, Fresh/Soph Intro – 13 to 18 years old, Adult Intro – 19 years old and older.  
There are two Team Dance Events only:  12 & under and 13 and older.  Intro Figures:  111A , 112B.  Intro Dances:  
Glide Waltz, Progressive Tango. 

� Intro Free Skating Rules:  Time:  2:00 Minutes Maximum, after which the music will be faded.  Music:  Any music may 
be used, including vocal, as long as content is deemed appropriate.  Content:  Max of (5) half turn or full turn jumps.  
Max of (3) spins.  Creative footwork, splits, spread eagles and shoot-the-ducks are encouraged.  Content Restrictions:  
One and half revolution jumps and sit spins are beyond the skill level of the Intro divisions and will not be scored if 
attempted.
